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Regulations for Races Held by the International Club 
 
 

General Conditions 

Principle 

All meetings will be held under the German Rules of Racing (Rennordnung March 1st 1960, revised January 1st 1991, 
including modifications until January 2008 and supplements) and the following Rules of the „International Club“, subject to 
change without notice. 
  

1. Interpretation 

Any questions or disputes arising out of the meaning or translation of these rules, conditions of races and the 
„Rennordnung“ will be decided by the stewards of the „International Club“ in accordance with the Direktorium. Their 
decision will be final and binding on all parties. It will be based on the original German text. 
 

2. Liability 

The International Club explicitly refuses any liability for the Club, its executives or its employees. This applies to any 
damages arising from the stationing of horses and personnel as well as from the use of racecourse facilities. It further 
applies to any damage to horses, staff and equipment during the transport to and from the racecourse. 
 

3. VAT 

Owners who are liable to VAT receive the equivalent amount in addition to the prize-money. Entry-fees are debited plus 
VAT to the owner. 
 

4. Conditions for Pattern-Races 

For races, which have been run since January 1
st
 1996, the following regulations concerning penalties apply 

a. For countries whose important races are published in the European Pattern Book (Pattern Race Book) or in Part 1 
of the International Cataloguing Standards Book: 

-Races will be regarded as a Pattern Race of the Group in which they are entered in the Pattern Race 
Book or in Part 1 of the International Cataloguing Standards Book. 

-Other races, which are published in Part 2 of the International Cataloguing Standards Book, will be 
regarded as Listed Races, independent of the group it was entered in. 

b. For countries, whose important races are not published in the European Pattern Book but in the „International 
Cataloguing Standards Book: 

-Races that are listed in either Part 1 or in Part 2, will be valued either as a Pattern Race of the entered 
Group or as a Listed Race, if no group is mentioned.  

-races that are listed in Part 3, will be valued as Listed Races. 

c. For countries whose important races are published neither in the European Pattern Book nor in the International 
Cataloguing Standards Book, the following regulation applies: 

 
   A race, where the prize-money of the winner is 15.000 Euro or more, is regarded as a Listed Race. 

d. Reference in the conditions of a Pattern Race of a races, means the race mentioned as well as any race belonging to 
an upper group. 

e. For all Pattern Races 30 valid entries of 20 different owners are required. There will be a parade before each race. 
 

5. Conversion Table 

Penalty values etc. are calculated according to the exchange rates shown on the last page. 
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6. Customs Guarantee 

A customs guarantee for racehorses temporarily imported into the Federal Republic of Germany from third countries will 
be given by Intership GmbH. This company must be informed as to details and value of the horse at least ten days before 
its arrival in Germany.

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Special Rules 

1. Owner´s Premiums 

In all international Pattern Races the owner´s premium amounts to 1/3 of the total entry fees. 
An owner´s premium is attributed to the owner of an indigenous horse (N° 21, German Rules of Racing), provided that, 
according to the list of horses in training lodged with the Direktorium, the horse has been trained in the Federal Republic of 
Germany for at least six months. 
If only one such horse starts, its owner obtains 100 % of the owner´s premium; if two or more horses start, the owner of 
the best-placed indigenous horse obtains 70 % and the owner of the second-best-placed indigenous horse obtains 30 % 
of the owner´s premium, regardless of the place where these horses finished. 
Owner´s premiums which have not been distributed are transferred into the breeding fund to increase the breeders´ 
premiums. Half of the fees for supplementary entries are transferred into the breeding fund. 
The owner´s premiums are not considered as prize money. The provisions concerning the payment of percentages to 
trainers, jockeys and stables, however, apply as laid down in the rules of racing. 
 

2. Entries

Entries can only be made in writing, by fax or by means of data remote transfer systems. An entry of forfeit is valid if it 
arrives at the Direktorium by 9 a.m. of the day given in the race conditions. Even if an entry was posted in time it shall 
never be valid if it arrives later than one day after the day given in the race conditions. 
 

3. Forfeits 

Forfeits can be declared orally. Otherwise the same rules apply as for entries. Final forfeit must under all circumstances 
be declared in time, if necessary by telephone, and exclusively to the Direktorium für Vollblutzucht und Rennen, 
Rennbahnstrasse 154, 50737 Köln. 
 

4. Declaration 

According to the rules of racing a trainer has to ensure that the first declaration stage of runners is made with the 
Direktorium, and the final declaration of runners with the respective club where the race meeting is held. Trainers from 
abroad may make the first declaration stage or declare their final runners either directly with the „Internationaler Club“ or 
the „Direktorium für Vollblutzucht und Rennen“, either by themselves or through an acknowledged organisation of the 
respective country.

The declaration must be made until 9 a.m. on the day which is clearly marked in the programme.  
 

5. Non-Runners 

Horses which have been declared but are unable to run must be declared a non-runner before 9 a.m. on the day of racing 
at:

6. Using of Training Facilities 

During the meetings the facilities can only be used from 6 to 10 a.m. The use of the training facilities is subject to training 
conditions of the International Club of April 1993. These are available for inspection at the secretary’s office (Sekretariat) 
and have to be acknowledged by all guest trainers. 
During the course of the meetings the sand track can be used free of charge according to the Internationaler Club. Fees 
are charged for the use of the grass track, jumps, and obstacles as well as the starting gate according to the regulations of 
the Iffezheim training grounds. 
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7. Travelling Allowances 

Travelling allowances are made for all horses running in Baden-Baden with bets, provided these horses did not win € 
1.500 or more in win or place money during the respective meeting. There is no legal claim against the organizers. Horses 
which have been doped will receive no travelling allowances. 
Please refer to the German text for allowances valid for the transport of the horses to and from the racecourse within 
Germany. 
Allowances for the transport of horses from abroad can only be negotiated in advance through the clerk of the club. Once 
allowances are agreed no further fees and extras will be paid. 
Travelling allowances are not paid in cash. They are credited to the owner´s account with the Direktorium für Vollblutzucht 
und Rennen in Cologne. Within one week at the end of the respective meeting, a delivery note of the transport must be 
submitted to the International Club comprising the date of the race, the name of the transported horse, and the place of 
training. 
Allowances are only paid for transportation by a professional transporter. 

 

8. Lodgings 

a. Horses 
 Boxes must be booked at the latest on the day of the declaration of runners. They can only be booked through:

At the arrival in and departure from Iffezheim the transport company shall submit a delivery note to the secretary’s 
office comprising the name of the horse, the trainer, and the place of training. 
As a general rule horses which have been declared as runners can be stabled at the earliest three days before the 
race and must be transported back at the latest one day after the race. In addition to the boxes only one combined 
feed and saddle room is available per trainer. The boxes are allotted through the secretary’s office. 

 Horses will be stabled free of charge during the following periods: 
 Frühjahrs-Meeting:             17.05.    –     25.05. 2008 
 Grosse Woche:                  30.08.    –     07.09. 2008 
 Sales & Racing Festival:    24.10.    –     26.10. 2008 
 Outside the periods given 5 € per box and day are charged. The fees will be debited with the general race settlement. 

b. Grooms 
 During the above mentioned periods, each groom will receive one voucher per day. Cost sharing will be offered to a 

groom who is looking after two horses in the above mentioned time periods. 
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Extract from the German Rules of Racing 
 

Admission in Flat Race Handicaps 

1. A horse is only admitted in a flat race handicap if it has won a race or if it has run three times from start to finish in either 
this season or in the last season. These starts must have taken place in the Federal Republic of Germany before the 
declaration deadline. 

2. Only class A or class B races, run on a racetrack that predominantly organises class A races are accepted.  

3. A horse keeps its handicap mark even without a current handicap rating, if its handicap mark of last year did not exceed 
58 kg. This last rating will be the mark of which it will run.  

4. A horse that is trained by a trainer licensed in the Federal Republic of Germany is allowed to run in a handicap if it has 
won a flat race abroad in either the current or the last season. 

5. A two-year-old or a three-year-old will not be eligible to run in a flat race handicap for which the weight has been 
published prior to that horse winning for a first time in a weight for age race. In this case, paid entry fees will be 
reimbursed.  

Admission in National Hunt Handicaps 

a) A horse is only admitted in a national hunt race if it has won a race or if it has run three times from start to finish in either 
this season or in the last season. These starts must have taken place in the Federal Republic of Germany before the 
declaration deadline. 

b)  Only class A or class B flat or national hunt races, run on a racetrack that predominantly organises class A races 
are accepted.   

c) A horse will keep its handicap mark even without a current handicap rating. It will run of his last handicap mark. 

d) A horse that is trained by a trainer licensed in the Federal Republic of Germany is allowed to run in a handicap if it 
has won a race abroad in either this season or last season.  

 

Admission of Jockeys 

Jockeys having won less than five Class A races shall not be admitted to flat races (with the exception of amateur races 
and races for apprentices) on race days on which group races are held. 
 

Allowances for class A national hunt races 

 
In a national hunt class A race, which is not a handicap, on request, a horse that has not run as a two-year-old or three-
year-old in a flat race, with the exception of three-year-old horses in races reserved for half-breds, an allowance of 3 kg 
will be made. For horses, that have not run as two-year-olds, an allowance of 1,5 kg will be made. The request for 
allowance has to be made in writing when entering a horse or can be handed to the DRV Trainer service. 

Blinkers 

A horse must wear blinkers when this has been declared at the declaration of runners. If blinkers are declared after the 
declaration of runners, it has to be done at the latest until 9.00 o‘clock on the day of the race in question. The declaration 
has to be made with the organisers of the race and the trainer will have to pay a fee of 50 € which will go towards the 
organisers. The blinkers have to be worn at the latest when leaving the parade ring. Only those blinkers are allowed which 
do not impair the horse‘s capability to see straight ahead. Other devices impairing the horses capability to see, are 
forbidden, too. Protection glasses, however, are allowed. 
 

Canter to the Start 

All horses must canter for at least three strides down to the start and, if it is announced in the race conditions, take part in 
the parade. Non-participation is not a reason for protest. In a hurdle race or steeplechase, all horses must canter to the 
start and then take an exercise jump. Only the stewards can give permission for a horse to go directly to the start without 
taking the exercise jump. Cantering down to the start while being led may only be granted in established and exceptional 
circumstances by the stewards and has to be requested by the trainer. 
 

Chances of Winning 

In the race a rider must make full use of his horse´s chances of winning. He must fully compete for all places valued with 
prize money or an owner´s premium as long as he is not beaten. He must not stop his horse without good reason. 
 

Change of Rider 

A rider other than the rider declared in the weighing book may only be weighed out with the permission of the stewards of 
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the meeting. Permission has to be granted 
a. if a rider is unable to ride due to force majeure, illness or injury, 
b. if a stable jockey has become free to ride another horse of his stable because his horse cannot run in this race. 
Illness or injury have to be attested by a medical doctor (on racing days by the racecourse doctor) and have to be 
registered in the medical record book. 
Permission may not be granted if overweight of the declared rider is given as the reason for the change of rider. 
If permission is granted the substitute rider must weigh out the weight laid down in the declaration of starters. However, a 
weight allowance and an indicated overweight have to be taken into consideration. 
 

Crash-Helmet 

To ride in training and in races each rider has to carry a skull-cap, DIN Norm EN1384, where the chin-strap has to be 
closed before mounting. However, delayed closing or not-closing is no reason for disqualification. Spurs and other similar 
aides are not permitted either in training or in a race. 

 

Declaration 

Before the start of one of his horses in a race, a trainer has to declare the following: 
1. Name of the race, in which the horse will start. Before the final declaration, a provisional declaration (first declaration 

stage) has to be made to the Direktorium before 10.00 a.m. on the day which has been clearly marked in the 
programme. There can only be one final declaration for a horse for one calendar day only (except alternative racing 
days), regardless of different declaration dates. 

2. name of the jockey supposed to ride this horse, 
3. the weight the horse has to carry, considering allowances or penalties of the rider, 
4. blinkers or ear-stoppers 
5. a clearance to start, if the horse was eliminated in the last two months according to No. 434. 
 

Changes concerning the declaration 

 
Changes concerning the weights (Reduction or increase of the base-weight, overweight and allowances), as well as the 
late declaration of blinkers have to be made with the organisers at the latest until 9.00 o‘clock on the day of the race in 
question. For any change of declaration the trainer has to pay a fee of 50 € which will go towards the organisers of the 
racecourse. 
 

Ear-stoppers 

Ear-stoppers are permitted, but are not allowed to be removed at any stage. They have to be declared at the final 
declaration stage. 
 

Eligibility to Run 

A 2-year-old horse which has already raced eight times is not eligible to run. 
A horse which is more than 15 years old is not eligible to run. 
A horse which has already raced twenty times in the current season is not eligible to run. 
A 3-year-old horse which has already run in ten national hunt races and a 4-year-old or older horse which has already 
raced in twelve national hunt races in the current season is not eligible to run in a national hunt race. 
 

Entry Fees 

An entry fee is the amount the owner of an entered horse has to pay to a racing club by certain set dates. In group races it 
amounts to 1.5 % of the total amount, in races with short term closing dates to 1.15 %, in all other races to 1 % unless 
other terms have been approved. 

 

Fegentri-Races 

a.) In a Fegentri flat or national hunt race only riders are eligible to ride who have already won at least five races (flat 
races or national hunt races) before the declaration to run. (Class B races and half-bred races are included) 

b.) In a Fegentri race the owner of the winner will pay 3% of the prize-money to the Fegentri. 

c.) In a Fegentri race there are no allowances for amateurs. 

d.) A race will only be recognised as a Fegentri race in which amateurs of at least three countries have participated. 
In a Fegentri flat race for gentleman riders with nine or more participants, they have to come from at least four 
different countries. 

e.) In a Fegentri race only amateurs are allowed to participate who have been nominated by their local amateur club, 
or by the Fegentri directly.

Fillies Allowances 

In a flat race which is not a handicap fillies are allowed 2 kg, except races where the conditions are based on domestic 
handicap weights. 
 

Foreign Horses 

In a flat race for indigenous horses and a flat race for 3-year-old maiden horses, only the following are admitted: 
1. indigenous horses according to N°s 21 and 22, rules of racing, 
2. horses from abroad which are considered indigenous according to N° 23, rules of racing, 
3. Belgian, Austrian, Netherlands, Swiss, Scandinavian, Czecoslovakian, and Hungarian horses if 
 a. their father is indigenous German with a minimum performance of 95 kg or a stallion with the same minimum 

performance, which had been approved of in the Federal Republic of Germany at the time of the engendering, or 
 b. their mother is indigenous according to N°s 21 to 23, rules of racing, or an imported mare which has been registered in 

the German Stud-Book or the Stud-Book of the former GDR with two indigenous foals. 
4. As opposed to N° 1 in an EBF race, foreign horses that are entitled to EBF premiums are allowed to race. 
 

Ground-Blinkers 

Ground-blinkers are not allowed in steeple-chases and hurdle-races. 

Horseshoes 

a.) For a race a horse must be shod on all hooves before it is mounted in the parade ring. If a shoe is lost after the 
horse has left the parade ring, the stewards will consult with the trainer or his representative as well as the 
blacksmith to see and decide if there is enough time to replace the horseshoe. This is only applicable as long as 
the horses have not started to enter the stalls. If there is no time, the horse concerned has to be declared a non-
runner. 

b.) Horseshoes with sharp edges, front or side cogs or any other type of cogs, studs or nails protruding more than 2 
mm are not admissible. Only horseshoes approved by the Standard Queens Plate out of aluminium or steel are 
allowed. 

Illicite Media 

No horse may have any illicite media in its body tissue, its body liquids or its excrements.  

Jockeys 

On days that have group races on the programme, jockeys with less than five victories of class A races are not allowed to 
ride in weight for age flat races (except amateur races and apprentice races) worth more than € 7.000, as well as in 
handicap I and II races. 

Liability Insurance 

Each owner of a horse trained abroad will be charged (together with the entry fees) € 2,50 for each start of his horse for a 
liability insurance. 

Limitation of Runners 

a. If the number of runners declared for a race exceeds the number of horses that can be started at the start in 
question, the following horses in the following order will be eliminated until the highest possible number of starters 
has been reached. This does not apply to listed or group races. 

 1. horses, which have been supplemented for a higher supplementary fee 
 2. the horse whose last prize money for either first, second, third or fourth place dates back the furthest. 
   
b. Should there be more horses that are subject to the same conditions than need to be eliminated, then the horse with 

the lesser prize money will be eliminated. Following that elimination process, the next horses will be eliminated by 
ballot.  

c. Up to three of the last eliminated horses can, in agreement with the trainer, be designated substitutes. This however 
does not give them a claim to run and the field of 20 runners can not be surpassed.  

d. For a horse that is eliminated in a race with a value of less than 10.000 €, all entry fees are paid back. In a race with a 
higher value, the last deposit is reimbursed (except possible compensation fees). 

e. An eliminated horse can be supplemented before the declaration date for the normal fee within ten days in races with 
a late entry date. 

f. A horse that has been eliminated according to N°434 a) 2. RO, will receive one definite qualification to run in the two 
months following that elimination. That is if it has been entered on time. This does not apply to races with and above 
a value of 8.000 €. 
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g. In Listed or Group races, the horse with either the lowest GAG or Rating will be eliminated first.  
 

Mare in foal 

 
A mare in foal is not allowed to run if she is more than 120 days pregnant. The date she was last covered has to be filled 
into the first form when entering the mare in question in a race. 
 

Nasal Strips 

 
Nasal Strips are not permitted. 

Passports 

If a horse trained abroad is sent to run in Germany it must be accompanied by a passport issued by a racing authority 
acknowledged by the Direktorium, or a birth certificate. These documents must be lodged with the stewards of the meeting at 
least two hours before the start of the race in which the horse is supposed to run. The details regarding colour, sex, marking, age, 
and vaccination have to be checked by the racecourse veterinary surgeon. For each horse a certificate issued by the racing 
authorities of its country must be submitted, stating that the horse is neither suspended nor on a forfeit list according to article 19 
of the International Agreements on Breeding and Racing. This certificate (forfeit stamp) must have been issued after the horse´s 
last start, must, however, not be older than one month and has to be stamped anew by the foreign authority or get a note of the 
foreign race course’s veterinary each time the horse returns to its country. 

Past Performances 

A horse trained abroad or imported into the Federal Republic of Germany is only entitled to run if all its performances and 
earnings(placings, prize money, date and type of the races) are lodged with the Direktorium für Vollblutzucht und Rennen 
at least at the day of the declaration to run. For outings in handicaps the performances must be lodged one day before the 
publication of weights. 
If this information is not lodged with the Direktorium on time, the entry may be declared void. 

 

Past Performances 

 
A horse that is trained abroad, a foreign horse that has been imported to Germany, as well as a horse that was born in 
Germany but was temporarely trained abroad is only allowed to run if a complete list of past races and earnings including 
winnings and placings, total prize money for each race, date and condition of the relevant races have been handed in 
writing to the Direktorium at the latest one day before the weight publication for handicaps and for all races at the latest by 
the first declaration stage. 
 

Penalties in Handicaps 

In all handicaps a horse which wins after the publication of the weights remains eligible to run, but a winner of a handicap 
on or after the day of the publication of the weights must carry a penalty of 5 kg (11 lbs.), or any other class A race 3 kg (6 
½ lbs.). Halfpenalties are applied in the case of a dead-heat. 
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Performances 

Only performances and earnings in flat races will be considered for flat races. Only performances and earnings in races 
under NH rules will be considered for races under NH rules. For the admission and the calculation of weights only 
earnings in steeplechases are valid for steeplechases and only earnings in hurdle races are valid for hurdle races. 

Racing Clearance Notification (RNC) 

Every horse has to provide proof of a Racing Clearance Notification from its own country, which proves that the horse is 
not subject to any restrictions, that the trainer holds a valid licence and that the owner is registered and is not on the list of 
the International Agreement on Breeding and Racing, Art. 19. The RCB has to be in the hands of the Direktorium at the 
time of the declaration of runners. If the RCN is not in the hands of the Direktorium at the time of the declaration of 
runners, the trainer can be fined and the horse can be declared a non-runner. Should the horse be allowed to run without 
a RCN, the horse will be subject to a possible disqualification, provided that the relevant racing authority cannot issue a 
RCN at a later date for exceptional circumstances. 

Riding Capability 

A rider who has fallen in a race may only start for a further ride on the same day when the racecourse doctor has given his 
consent in writing. Are there doubts concerning the rider‘s capability to ride, the stewards of the meeting may require 
medical examinations or - if need be - exclude  this rider from the race. 

Saddling/Mounting 

The saddled horse has to be led to the parade ring without delay and has to take its place in the sequence of numbers. A 
saddled horse has to be presented in the parade ring. It has to be mounted when it goes onto the track. 
 

Saddling/Visitor’s box 
 
A horse needs to be saddled on time in the pre-parade ring. On a founded application a horse can be saddled in the 
visitor’s box or in the stable.  
 

Safety Vests 

Jockeys are only allowed to ride in a races when wearing the safety vest.  

Short Whips 

1. The rider of a 2-year-old horse is only allowed to carry a whip which is not longer than 40 cm (16 inches). 
2. Trainees riding in a flat race for young riders are only allowed to carry a short whip. 

 

Start 
A race will be started from the stalls or with a Flag-Start. 
 

Stay in Germany 

If a horse trained abroad stays in Germany for more than 30 days, it has to be trained by a trainer resident in the Federal 
Republic of Germany. However, if the horse has a Racing Clearance Notification (RCN) of the home country for several 
starts in Germany, in that case the stay is extended to a maximum of 90 days. 
 

Supplementary Entries 

a. A supplementary entry can be placed up until the first declaration stage against the tenfold total entry fee in races 
with prize money totalling more than 25.000 € and a closing date of at least eight weeks. The supplementary entry 
fees in two-year-old races will go towards the breeding fond of the race track in question. 

The closing date entries can be placed against: 

 
b. double and a half of the first and second entry stage fees in races with short term closings until the first declara-

tion stage of runners (half of these fees will be distributed to a special fond at the Direktorium). 
c. A horse that has lost the right to start due to Nr 286 or Nr 434 of the RO (with the exception of a horse that has 

been supplemented at the first declaration stage for a higher supplementary fee) can within 10 days be 
supplemented at the first declaration stage/final declaration to the same conditions for a race with a short term 
entry stage. 
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Tubed Horses 

A horse which has been tubed and a horse with an air-tube fistula is not eligible to run in a race. 

Vaccination 

All horses that are stabled have to be vaccinated, including all non thoroughbred (warm blooded) horses and ponies which 
are in direct and indirect contact with a race horse. A horse may only enter racecourse stabling, the racecourse or be 
declared to run with a valid Veterinary Certificate showing that it has been duly vaccinated against equine influenza. A 
horse may run in a race after it has received the first two primary vaccinations. However, the third vaccination of the 
primary vaccination as well as the booster injections have to follow according to the vaccination plan. According to the 
internationally valid vaccination regulations horses must be vaccinated as primary vaccination against equine influenza 
twice at an interval of not less than two weeks and not more than three months (21 to 92 days) and a third time 5 to 7 
months (150 to 215 days) after the second vaccination. Further booster injections have to be carried out at intervals of not 
more than 9 months. Shorter intervals are possible and preferable. For horses trained abroad or imported to Germany for 
short periods the booster injections must be carried out within 365 days. The aim is a harmonization of the international 
reglementation. According to the International Agreement on Breeding and Racing, horses are not allowed to run in the 
race if they have received vaccination in the seven days prior to the race. The vaccinations have to be registered by the 
veterinary who gave the vaccine in the horse’s passport.  

 

Weighing In 

Upon weighing in, the weight must not differ from the prescribed weight by more than 0.5 kg. In case of extraordinary 
climatic conditions the surplus weight must not exceed 1 kg. Higher surplus weight is, however, no reason for 
disqualification. 

Weighing out 

Before the race, all riders must weigh the weight to be carried by their horse. It includes the rider, the safety vest (body 
protector), the racing attire, and the saddle including stirrups, girth and webs. Crash helmets, whips, number cloths, breast 
girths, and blinkers must not be weighed. Due to the wearing of a body protector, weighing out must on principle comprise 
1 kg more than the given weight. 

Whips 

Only whips of a length of up to 75 cm (30 inches) including flap are admitted. Before every race the thickness and the length of 
the whip will be checked by the clerk of the scales by means of a whip measuring instrument.
